LIGHT is an acronym for Leadership, Instruction, Growth, Health, and Training. The Institute for LIGHT is an extension of the Christian worldview and educational model established at Concordia University School. The Institute for LIGHT provides unique, value-added assistance designed to develop strong leaders, healthy learners and competent graduates for Concordia University School who will successfully take their places in the community of the future.

At Concordia University School, we believe it is our responsibility to teach and care for the whole child of God.  We have designed our LIGHT services to identify and assist in reducing the effects of problematic issues in the lives of students or their families that may be barriers to learning. The Institute for LIGHT does not replicate existing social services, but seeks to support our school community and the communities in which our students live. We scan the community for existing services and resources, and then link those in need with relevant solutions.


ORGANIZATION

Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod (LCMS) School System

LCMS was founded in the 19th century, is headquartered in St. Louis, MO, and currently consists of 35 districts throughout the United States. Concordia University School is part of LCMS’ school ministry that provides Lutheran Christian education through a system of early childhood centers, preschools, elementary schools, high schools and universities. Concordia University School is located in the South Wisconsin District which includes more than 100 such schools. 

ADMINISTRATION

Concordia University School is operated by Lutheran Urban Mission Initiative, Inc. (LUMIN) in partnership with Concordia University Wisconsin, the Lutheran High School Association of Greater Milwaukee and churches of the South Wisconsin District of LCMS (the school is independent of any single church or congregation). LUMIN is a 501C (3) nonprofit corporation and a recognized service organization of LCMS. LUMIN is governed by its board of directors. The partner organizations contribute expertise, guidance and encouragement to the operation of the school.

ACCREDITATION

Concordia University School is scheduled to receive Wisconsin Religious and Independent Schools Accreditation by December 31, 2009 in accordance with requirements established for schools participating in the Milwaukee Parental Choice Program. National Lutheran Schools Accreditation will be received at the same time. 


We want school to be a positive experience for students in every way.  These general policies will help students know what is expected and what to do to be successful.


1. Plan on being in your seat at 8:00 AM. Tardiness creates problems. See the tardiness and absence sections of this book so you know the rules and consequences.

2. Use your Student Planner everyday as directed by your teacher.

3. For the well-being of our school family, please make sure you do not have signs of illness (such as fever, diarrhea or the urge to vomit) for at least 24 hours before coming or returning to school.

4. Doors open at 7:30 AM.  Students who come at this time will report to the Early Room until 7:45 AM for quiet study time, after which they will be released to the classroom.  

5. School ends at 3:00 PM.  Late pick-ups create supervisory problems for the school. Students not picked up by 3:15 PM will be assessed a fee of $10 for every 15 minutes that they remain after school.

6. The Word of God gives purpose to our request for good manners in Philippians 4:8 “Whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is gracious, if there is any excellence, if there is anything worthy to praise, think of these things.”

7. Start the day as a well-groomed student with clean skin, brushed hair, and a neat appearance.

8. Respect the learning environment by leaving all nuisance items at home – toys, trading cards, electronic cards, electronic games or audio equipment. 

9. Cell phone use – Cell phone use is not permitted during the school day, and they must be left in the office and signed in and out before and after school.  The teacher must give permission to use the office phone for calls to home or to parents. There is a fee of $.50 to use the office phone.

10. Gum is not permitted at school.


The overall curriculum goals of Concordia University School are to meet the needs of children and to teach the whole child spiritually, intellectually, physically, socially, emotionally and creatively as they grow in their relationship to their Lord Jesus, to other human beings and to the world in which they live.

Through activities and instruction at Concordia University School, children will:

· Know Jesus as their personal Savior

· Feel secure in God’s love and care

· See themselves as God’s children

· Share God’s love with others

· Realize their need for God’s love and respond to God’s Love

· Develop a sense of trust

· Language Arts

· Reading

· Mathematics

· Science

· Social Studies

· Phy. Ed/ Health

· Religion

· Computers

· Art/ Music

3.   Grow physically so as to -

· Develop gross and fine motor coordination

· Become aware of his/her body

· Participate in physical educational activities

4.   Grow socially so as to -

· Learn to play, work and communicate with peers and adults

· Adjust to group situations

· Accept others even though they may be different from self

· Develop a sense of community

· Accept change in environment and routines

· Learn conflict resolution skills
5.   Grow emotionally so as to -

· Develop a positive self-esteem

· Be free to risk failure and be comfortable with mistakes

· Develop a sense of security and trust

· Show independence and self-responsibility

· Channel emotions into appropriate and acceptable outlets
6.   Grow creatively so as to -

· View him/herself as a unique individual created and valued by God

· Express ideas in his or her own unique way

· Be free to create artistically using a variety of media

· Develop his/her God-given talents and abilities 


Concordia University School utilizes a research-based science curriculum for grades K–8. This curriculum allows our teachers to:

· Help students explore the world God created. 

· Develop students’ abilities to do and understand scientific inquiry.  

The best way for students to appreciate scientific methods, learn important scientific concepts and develop the ability to think critically is to actively construct ideas through their own inquiries, investigations and analyses. The FOSS program was created to engage students in these processes as they explore our wonderful world.


Knowing that we belong to Jesus Christ and that our bodies are the Temple of the Holy Spirit, Concordia University School’s Wellness Program’s primary goals are to increase students’ knowledge and understanding of proper nutrition and physical activity.

Students in all grades, 4K-8 will receive:

· Nutrition education that is interactive and teaches them the skills they need to adopt healthy eating behaviors. Health education and making healthy decisions will be infused as appropriate throughout the other curricula areas.

· Physical activity during the school day that is integrated through physical education classes, recess periods and in the academic curriculum. Parents, students and the community are encouraged to be involved in the nutrition education and physical education activities of the school. Please see our complete wellness policy for more information.


As part of its mission to prepare students for future learning and service, Concordia University School has a fully functioning computer lab as well as a mobile computer unit for individual classroom use. Parents and students will be required to sign a detailed technology policy; copies are available in the school office.

ASSESSMENTS

Grades are based on the following methods of assessment.

· Homework

· Quizzes

· Tests

· In class assignments 

· Projects/Presentations

· Class Participation

Each classroom teacher is responsible for administering grading procedures and weighing each individual category accordingly.
REPORT CARDS

All report cards are mailed to the home at the end of the four quarters with the exception of the first quarter when parent-teacher conferences are held. The exact dates for the quarterly reporting periods are listed on the school calendar. 

During the year parents are asked to sign the report card and send it back to school with their children. If the report card is not returned with a parent/ guardian signature, it is assumed the report card was not received and the classroom teacher will make a phone call to the parent. 

The last report card, sent out in June, reflects all four quarters of work and parents/ guardians may keep that report card.

ACADEMIC AWARDS

Concordia University School recognizes students’ academic efforts, achievements and attendance with awards that are presented at the end of each quarter. A list of these students will be posted on the Concordia University School Wall of Fame that is located just inside the main entrance.  

These students will also be awarded with a certificate that will be distributed at the scheduled quarterly Concordia University School Recognition Program, held during the Wednesday Morning Chapel program.  Parents are especially encouraged to attend these quarterly events.

Academic Awards are based on the following grading system in grades 5-8:

· High Academic Honor Award: 3.50 – 4.00 GPA
· Academic Honor Award: 3.00 – 3.49 GPA
· Perfect Attendance Award:  Perfect attendance with no tardies

· Effort Award:  Students who show strong effort in one or more academic areas




Concordia University School recognizes that positive reinforcement often assists in motivating students to reach higher goals.  Each teacher has a system of positive reinforcement in his/her classroom.  Other school-wide recognition programs include: 

· Student of the Week Classroom Recognition ~~ classroom teachers recognize one or more students for academic achievement, effort or showing behavior that follows the teaching of Jesus Christ.

· ABC Awards ~~ the Acts by Christians (ABC) Awards are a recognition of students who exhibit Christian values and kindness in the classroom and throughout the school.  Each week staff members will look for students who are exhibiting the specific behavior that is the focus for the week. 

The teachers and staff will announce this daily through the morning announcements.  Students who are “caught” displaying the announced behavior will be given an ABC ticket that they will fill out and place in a jar in the office.  Once a week, tickets will be pulled from the jar, and those students will receive a prize as recognition for their excellent display of Christian values.

· Academic Awards ~~ these are announced on a quarterly basis.  Please see the Academic Awards section described on the previous page.

STUDENT PLANNERS

Concordia University School strives to give students tools to be successful in life.  One of the life skills necessary to be successful is organization. Students in grades 3–8 will receive Student Planners. 

We will be using Student Planners to:

· Help students organize what work needs to be done.

· Communicate between parents and teachers to let parents know what is assigned and what is needed in the classroom.

Students are required to use their Student Planners on a daily basis.  Parents are also asked to check the Student Planner on a daily basis and sign the appropriate page. 


HOMEWORK

Homework is an important part of the educational process that takes place after school hours and in the home. Homework helps to establish solid individual study habits and teaches students to maximize their learning potential both inside and outside of school.  

Concordia University School encourages parents to provide a quiet place in the home so that students may learn good study habits.

Each teacher determines the appropriate content and length of homework for students according to their grade level.  The classroom teacher will handle consequences for incomplete homework assignments. For repeated missing or incomplete homework assignments, the teacher will contact the parent and require that the student attends the after-school Educational Recovery Program.

EDUCATIONAL RECOVERY: AFTER-SCHOOL STUDY PROGRAM

Educational Recovery is an after-school study program designed for students who have missing or incomplete classwork or homework assignments.  Educational Recovery is an attempt to resolve on-going homework or classwork completion problems.  Students in Educational Recovery receive additional support from teachers, parents and administrators.

Students in Educational Recovery are required to attend this after-school study hall Monday through Thursday from 3:15 – 4:00 P.M.  Parents will be notified with a phone call one day in advance of their child’s starting date in this program.
Students remain in Educational Recovery until the teacher determines it is no longer necessary.

REMEDIAL PROGRAMS

Concordia University School’s goal is to provide all students with strategies that empower them to be successful learners.  Teaching staff and volunteers provide learning support for students who are assessed to benefit from these services.  Students are pulled out of the classroom for small group or one-on-one instruction in needed subject areas.  

In addition, we provide direction and assistance for parents in finding emotional, physical and diagnostic services for their children from outside agencies.  
Our school has been awarded Title I assistance. The purpose of this federal funding is to ensure all children have a fair, equal and significant opportunity to obtain a high-quality education and reach, at a minimum, proficiency on challenging academic achievement standards and state academic assessments.

Concordia University School does not offer Special Education services.


Concordia University School uses a variety of testing instruments to diagnose, properly place and design programs that meet the needs of our students. To this end, the following tools are used annually in our school.

1. The Iowa Achievement tests are administered annually to students in grades 3 through 8.  These tests measure academic growth of individual students and assist us in assessing strengths and weaknesses in many areas of the curriculum.

2. Report cards are issued quarterly.

3. Mid-term reports are issued every quarter for grades 3 through 8.

Formal parent/teacher conferences will be conducted once per semester in fall and spring.  If you have a concern, however, please do not feel you must wait until conference time to talk to your child’s teacher.  

Feel free to talk with the teacher at the end of the school day or by making an appointment. It is important that parents and teachers work together for the benefit of the child.


Concordia University School is a member of the Milwaukee Lutheran Elementary Schools Athletic Association (MLESAA). MLESSA provides Concordia University School with the opportunity to compete against other area Lutheran Church Missouri Synod K-8 schools in various interscholastic sports. These sports include: flag football, soccer, volleyball, track, and basketball. Each year, Concordia University School will enter some, or all, of the league sports depending on student interest. Coaches may need to reduce the team roster to a manageable size for practice and games when there is an excess of students signed up. When there are not enough students, there is the possibility of combining with another school.

The goals of each team will emphasize improvement through proper techniques and game fundamentals. Each student-athlete is expected to give their best, commit to teamwork, show team spirit and, most importantly, represent the school with Christ-like behavior.

Players must commit to attending all games and practices, maintaining a 2.0 grade-point average without failing grades in any classes, maintaining character and conduct in keeping with our school mission and values. Attendance at all practices and games is mandatory unless excused by the coach. Failure to show up for a practice or game may result in loss of playing time. Further occurrences can result in penalties up to and including removal from the team. Eligibility may be suspended or revoked due to poor behavior or academic performance.

 
Concordia University School functions in an atmosphere of respect between teachers, children and their families. This respect is based on 

· Ephesians 6:1-Children obey your parents (and teachers) for this is right; and 

· Ephesians 6:4, Fathers (and teachers) do not exasperate your children but bring them up in the training and instruction of the Lord. 

Within the classroom, teachers will establish an atmosphere of respect by:

· Posting, discussing, and reviewing classroom expectations.

· Providing positive reinforcement by:

· Verbal praise

· Notes/phone calls home

· Stickers

· Certificates

· Honors

· Awards

To insure optimum education, disciplinary actions may need to be implemented.  Teachers will use a variety of interventions when disturbances occur, such as:

· Private warning

· Personal behavior reflections

· Loss of recess

· Silent lunch

· Student call or write home

· Recovery Room/Time Out

If misbehavior continues or is of a serious nature, the following procedures may be utilized:

· Parental notification

· Detention

· Child will meet with the principal

· Meeting with the child, parent and principal

· Behavior contracts and or academic contracts

If misbehavior still continues after intermediate interventions, a meeting with the CST (Collaborative Support Team) consisting of the child, parent, teacher, principal, executive director and guidance counselor (if available) will be called to determine an alternate solution to improved behavior. If the above procedures fail, a suspension or expulsion may occur. 

Grounds for immediate expulsion occur when the safety of self and others is compromised.  For example:

· Verbal threats
· Fire arms

· Knives

· Objects used as weapons 
· Alcohol and illegal drugs
· Physical threats or violence




We believe that personal appearance is a reflection of a student’s attitude toward the school and toward learning.

Our dress code reflects our Christian lifestyle and promotes equality among our students while placing an emphasis on learning.

All clothing must be neat, clean and in good repair. No midriffs or undergarments may show.


For all students:

· Pants/Shorts/Skirts – navy blue and worn at the waist.  Shorts may be worn from April 1 until September 30. A belt is required if pants cannot be kept at the waist.
· Shirts/Blouses – white and tucked in at all times.

· Sweaters/Hoodless fleece jackets – navy blue with no additional writing or pictures on them.

· Shoes – athletic or dress shoes in good condition and clean.
Accessories

· Girls Hair 
· Neat and clean, may not fall into eyes or be bleached or dyed.

· Boys Hair 
· May not be longer than eyebrows or earlobes and must be out of the face and off of the collar.

· Make-Up

· May be worn by 7th and 8th grade girls only and must be applied lightly and at home.

· Lip Balm 
· May be kept at school if it is clear or colorless.  May not be applied during class.

We do NOT allow:

· Colored T-shirts with lettering underneath dress shirts.
· Jackets or caps worn in the building.


Concordia University School participates in the Milwaukee Parental Choice Program (MCPC) and complies with all related requirements regarding student eligibility.

Students will not be enrolled in the school until the appropriate application and other required documents are submitted for review and approval. A complete list of required documents is available in the school office. 

All children entering Concordia University School shall be the appropriate age for grade level. All students must have reached the appropriate age by September 1st for the grade level they are entering.   All preschool children must be completely toilet trained and able to use the bathroom facilities independently.

New students will be tested to verify academic achievement and to determine if the school can meet the individual needs of each student. Grade level placement is at the sole discretion of the school and will be determined following review of all relevant information.


Concordia University School admits students of any race, color, national and ethnic origin to all the rights, privileges, programs and activities generally accorded or made available to students at the school.  It does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national and ethnic origin in administration of its educational policies, admissions policies, scholarship and loan programs, and athletic and other school administered programs.


Please contact the school office for information about tuition, fee schedules, payment plans and forms.

TUITION ASSISTANCE
Concordia University School is a participant in the Milwaukee Parental Choice Program (MPCP).  This program allows students from low-income families who reside in the city of Milwaukee to attend any participating private school located in the city at no charge, if certain eligibility criteria are met.  

The financial assistance offered by MPCP only covers tuition costs of Concordia University School. Any other fees for activities associated with school programs (such as lunch fees, class field trips, busses etc.) are the parent’s responsibility.
REGISTRATION PROCESS:


New Parents:  Parents must complete an application and all related forms for each child.  If more students apply than space is available in each grade, the selection process will be determined by a random selection.  Parents will be notified within 30 days as to whether or not their child was selected.


Current Parents:  Each year parents must complete an application form and update all other forms with current personal information for each child accepted into Concordia University School, even if previously enrolled.


Concordia University School reserves the right, after prayerful consideration, to terminate enrollment of any child for the following reasons:

1. The school cannot meet the needs of the child.

2. A child’s refusal to comply with our policies or behavior expectations.

3. Failure by the parents to fulfill their obligations as a partner in their child’s education such as:

a. Failure to pay fees.

b. Failure to submit forms.

c. Failure to observe rules and policies of Concordia University School.

d. Failure to comply with Parental Commitment Agreement.

Parents withdrawing a student from Concordia University School are required to notify the school at least two weeks in advance.  If records are needed to transfer to a new school and all tuition and fees are current, please complete the request form available in the school office.


OPERATIONAL HOURS

Concordia University School will be in session from late August through early June.  School hours are 8:00 AM to 3:00 PM.  Please see the school calendar for a list of days that school is closed.
Doors open at 7:30 AM.  Students who come at this time will report to the Early Room for quiet study time until 7:45 AM when students will be allowed to go to the classroom. 

School ends at 3:00 PM.  Late pick-ups create supervisory problems for the school. Students not picked up by 3:15 PM will be assessed a fee of $10 for every 15 minutes that they remain after school.

If an emergency arises which detains you, please contact the school as soon as possible.  If someone other than the authorized parent or guardian will be picking up a child, the parent or guardian must sign and submit a note of authorization before the event.  This will help insure your child’s safety and make departure time less confusing for everyone. 


ATTENDANCE POLICY
State law requires that students be regular and punctual in their school attendance.  In many cases, a parent’s attitude about the importance of school attendance and punctuality may be reflected in the habits and attitudes a child has at school.
Regular attendance at school is an important factor in a child’s academic success.  As a result, the school reserves the right to not allow a student to re-enroll for the following year if there has been a pattern of unexcused absences.

· Unexcused absences result from failing to contact the school to report an absence and for reasons other than illness or family emergency.  
The principal will work with families experiencing a significant number of unexcused absences.  However, parents should be aware that excessive absences from school will be reported to the District Attorney’s Office.

HABITUAL TRUANCY

MISSING HOMEWORK AS A RESULT OF ABSENCE
The school is not responsible for providing homework assignments in advance of an anticipated absence.  All homework assignments must be completed upon the child’s return to the classroom.  The number of days absent will be the number of days given to complete assignments.
Tardiness
The school day begins at 8:00 AM and children must be seated in their classrooms and ready to begin work at that time.  Children who arrive after the beginning of the school day are not able to start their day with the best possible chance for success. Also, tardiness on the part of one student disrupts the learning environment for all students in the classroom. Students arriving after 8:00 AM must report to the office for a tardy slip.
If tardiness becomes a problem, the principal will contact the parents or guardian to remedy the situation and may institute other consequences such as detention.  Should this occur, parents will be billed for this service at $10 per 15 minutes.
HABITUAL TARDINESS

Habitual tardiness will result in a hearing by the CST which may recommend suspension or expulsion if the problem is not corrected.  The ultimate responsibility for the problem of tardiness remains with the family.


SUDDEN ILLNESS DURING SCHOOL HOURS
If a child appears to be ill upon arrival at school, the parent will be notified and requested to remove their child from school until the child is well.  For the well-being of the student body and staff, children who are ill should be kept at home. A child returning to school after being sick must be fever, vomit and diarrhea free for at least 24 hours.
If a child becomes ill at school, the child will be placed in the health room located in the office, and the parent/guardian will be notified immediately and asked to pick up the child as soon as possible. 
For accidents and injuries requiring medical attention, parents will be notified immediately and, if necessary, the paramedic emergency unit will be called. Costs for the emergency unit will be the parent/guardian’s responsibility.
Should a child be observed to have any unusual bruises, contusions, laceration, burns or inappropriate behaviors which might indicate abuse; the school administrator will be notified immediately.  If the principle suspects abuse, the Milwaukee County Child Protective Services will be notified. 
Universal Precautions will be used at all times to prevent the spread of blood born pathogens.  Staff members are in-serviced on current procedures for Universal Precautions.
COMMUNICABLE DISEASES

If a child is suspected of having a communicable disease such as chicken pox, German measles, infectious hepatitis, measles, mumps, poliomyelitis, scarlet fever, whooping cough, diphtheria, meningitis or other reportable diseases; the school principle will contact the Milwaukee Health Department and follow their current regulations and procedures.

A child returning to school after an absence due to a communicable disease must provide a written statement from a physician stating that the child may return to school.
In the case of communicable diseases, and parents/ guardians must provide a written statement from a physician stating that the child may return to school.

Student Immunizations

The parent must provide a current student immunization record and submit it to the school office on or before the first day of school. Students with improper documentation can be asked not to return to school until the proper immunizations are administered. 

Concordia University School reserves the right to require a complete physical (including drug use testing) for any student.  Examination expenses will be the responsibility of the parent.


MEDICATIONS

School staff will administer medication in chronic situations only.  A written, signed and dated authorization by the parent must be on file before any medication will be given.  Medication authorization forms are available in the office.  A daily log will be kept for each student.

All prescription medication must be in the original container, labeled with the child’s name, name of the drug, dosage, directions for administering including specific dates for usage, the date of the prescription and the physician’s name.  The secretary will administer all prescription drugs in the office.

Non-prescription medication must be labeled with the child’s name, dosage, and directions for administering. Any medication must be given by the parent/guardian to the secretary. Medication requiring refrigeration must be in a container marked “Medication” and will be placed in the refrigerator by the secretary.  All other medication will be kept in a locked file cabinet.

Unused medications must be picked up the parent/guardian.

Emergency pickup by an alternate person 

If an emergency arises and someone other than the authorized person will be picking up a child, a signed note of authorization must be submitted by the parent or guardian before the event. 

Leaving School during the day

Pupils must have an acceptable reason to leave the school grounds during any time of the school day and they must have written permission of the parent/ guardian.  Whenever such permission has been granted, full responsibility then rests upon the pupil and parents.  When picking the child up, parents/ guardians are required to sign the log in the office.

Concordia University School has a legal responsibility to maintain the safety of all students during the school day.  Therefore, should a student leave during the school day without written permission, the police will immediately be called and parents/ guardians will be contacted.  In addition, parents/ guardians must meet with the school principal and termination of enrollment could occur.

 

Contacting the School by Phone  

Phone calls to the school are best made either before or after school except for emergencies.  

Student use of phones

Cell phone use – Cell phone use is prohibited during the school’s operational hours – including after-school activities.  If a student brings a cell phone to school, he/ she must leave the cell phone in the office and sign it in and out before and after school.  If a student finds it necessary to contact parents/ guardians during the day, then the office phone must be used.  The teacher must give permission to use the office phone, and there is a fee of $.50 to use it.

Hot LUNCH PROGRAM

Concordia University School operates a hot lunch program each full day school is in session. Lunches will not be served on the days school closes before noon. Our program is part of the National School Lunch Program and, therefore, operates at low cost to students and provides wholesome, nutritional meals. 

Lunch prices, free/reduced eligibility requirements and applications are distributed annually prior to the opening of school. Families will be notified of their student’s status of eligibility for Free, Reduced Fee, or Full Pay lunches within 10 working days of the receipt of the application. A notice will be sent to each family notifying them at the beginning of each school year of the exact costs associated with the hot lunch and breakfast programs. 

Students determined to qualify for reduced fee or full pay meals must pre-pay in the school office.  This amount will be recorded in an account with their name on it. The cost of the lunch and/or milk they use at lunch will be subtracted daily from the total they have in their accounts. 

When the balance in a child’s account goes below $5.00, the parent/guardian will be notified to make an additional payment to their child’s account. If there is insufficient funds in the child’s account to pay for lunch and/or milk, the child will be given a peanut butter sandwich and water each day until more money is credited to his/her account.

Students may bring nutritious lunches from home which may not contain soda or candy. Students are required to eat lunch unless there is a parental or medical note on file that excuses them from eating. A note will go home with the student if they bring items that do not meet our wellness policy goals.

Applications and school lunch/breakfast information may be picked up in the school office.


Breakfast Program/snacks from home

Our school also operates a nutritious Breakfast Break program in the classroom each day school is open until at least noon. Students qualifying for Free or Reduced Fee lunches also qualify for Free or Reduced Fee breakfasts. Students determined to qualify for Reduced Fee or Full Pay meals must bring money to the school office and this amount will be recorded in an account with their name on it.
Students may bring a nutritious snack from home that excludes “junk food”, soda and/or candy. Students are not required to participate in the Breakfast Break and may choose to read, do homework or quietly socialize with the other students during this short break according to individual classroom rules.

Pricing and communication for the Breakfast Break program will be sent to school families attached to the hot lunch program information.
